Directions: 
From the south: 
Take I-95 North into New Jersey. Get off at Exit 7B (Lawrenceville) to Route 206 
North. Follow to where 206 North takes a left (called Bayard Lane at that point) 
and take that left. At the first traffic light, turn right onto Paul Robeson Place. The 
YWCA will be on your left. Take the second driveway into the large parking lot.  

From the north: 
Take the NJ Turnpike South to Exit 9 (New Brunswick). Bear right after the toll 
booth and follow NJ Route 18 North a short distance to US Route 1 South. 
Continue on Route 1, about 18 miles to the Route 571/Washington Road traffic 
light (an intersection with 3 gas stations and a Century 21 on the left). Make a 
right onto Washington Road. Go to the third traffic light and make a left onto 
Nassau Street. At the first light, make a right onto Witherspoon St. to the next 
traffic light. Turn left onto Paul Robeson Place, pass the baseball field, and turn 
right into the driveway of the YWCA's parking lot.

hereby: 
 1. Acknowledge that I am familiar with the sport of Judo and understand the rules governing the 
sport of Judo. 
 2. Agree that, prior to participating, I will inspect the mats, equipment, facilities, 
competition pools or divisions, and the elimination or scoring system to be used, and if I believe 
anything is unsafe or beyond my capability, I will immediately advise my coach, supervisor, 
and/or a tournament official of such conditions and refuse to participate. 
 3. Acknowledge and fully understand that I will be engaging in a contact sport that might result 
in serious injury, including permanent disability or death, and severe social and economic losses due 
not only to my own actions, inactions or negligence, but also to the actions, inactions, or negligence of 
others, the rules of the sport of Judo, or conditions of the premises or of any equipment used.
